This document (hereinafter referred to as this “Appendix”) concerns the GDPR (EU General Data Protection
Regulation) and the UK GDPR (UK General Data Protection Regulation) (hereinafter referred to simply as
“GDPR?”) as they apply to the processing of personal information of individuals located in or residing in the EEA
(European Economic Area) and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (hereinafter referred
to as the "United Kingdom") by artience Group companies, and the processing of personal information by Toyo
Ink Europe Specialty Chemicals S.A.S, Toyo Ink Europe France S.A.S, Toyo Ink Europe N.V., Toyo Ink Europe
UK Ltd., Toyo Ink Europe Deutschland GmbH, UBA “Toyo Ink Europe Baltica,” and Toyo Ink Hungary Kft.
This Appendix is attached to the Group’s Privacy Policy (Policy on Personal Information Protection) (hereinafter
referred to as the “Policy”), and stipulates provisions to comply with laws and regulations regarding the
protection of personal information applicable in specific countries or regions. In the case of any differences or
inconsistencies between the Policy and this Appendix, the contents of this Appendix shall take precedence.

1. Legal basis for processing of personal information
Each Group company processes personal information for the purposes described under “Il. Purpose, etc.
of use of personal information” of the Policy, based on the following legal basis.

Group companies may obtain consent from the individual in question with regard to his or her personal
information. Even in such cases, however, the legal basis for processing personal information is one of
the following, except when listed under “® When obtaining the prior consent of the individual (GDPR
Article 6, Paragraph 1 (a))” in any of these sections: (1) Purpose of use of personal information about
customers and business partners, (2) Purpose of use of personal information of persons who wish to join
the Group, (3) Purpose of use of personal information of the Company’s shareholders, (4) Purpose of use
of personal information about those who browse the Group’s website or enter information into inquiry
forms or other input forms on the Group’s website.

® When processing is necessary for the pursuit of legitimate interests

® When processing is necessary for the performance of a contract

® When processing is necessary for compliance with legal obligations

(1) Purpose of use of personal information about customers and business partners
® When processing is necessary for the pursuit of legitimate interests (GDPR Article 6,

Paragraph 1 (f)) (*)

1) To provide various information, such as information on products, services, or support
provided by the Group or its business partners, and information on events such as
exhibitions
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2) To answer and respond to inquiries, and otherwise contact the individuals concerned, in the
execution of the Group’s business

3) To request research and surveys on the Group’s projects and operations, analyze the
content of responses, and conduct ex post facto liaison

4) To send or order delivery of products, samples, and catalogs, etc., and to install, repair,

When processing is necessary for the performance of a contract (GDPR Article 6,
Paragraph 1 (b))

Notwithstanding the above, Group companies will rely on this basis if, among the purposes
described in “ll. Purpose, etc. of use of personal information” of the Policy, processing is
necessary for the performance of a contract to which the data subject (i.e., individual) is party,
or if the processing is necessary to take steps at the request of the data subject prior to entering

into a contract.

When processing is necessary for compliance with legal obligations (GDPR Article 6,

Paragraph 1 (c))

1) To comply with legal obligations under the laws of the EU, member states, or the United
Kingdom

When obtaining the prior consent of the individual (GDPR Article 6, Paragraph 1 (a))
1) For the use of cookies and similar technologies, except for those that are strictly necessary
2) When consent is required by law for direct marketing to the individual

(2) Purpose of use of personal information of persons who wish to join the Group

When processing is necessary for the pursuit of legitimate interests (GDPR Article 6,

Paragraph 1 (f)) (*)

1) To consider and determine conditions of employment, consider and decide whether to
accept or reject applicants, check application histories, investigate the work histories and
backgrounds of applicants, and carry out other procedures necessary for employment
selection

2) To provide information on necessary matters relating to joining the Company after a hiring
decision has been made, and to carry out other necessary procedures

3) To provide information on employment with the Group, and other transaction opportunities
and events

4) To utilize for the Group’s future recruitment activities (including consideration of recruitment

(3) Purpose of use of personal information of the Company’s shareholders

When processing is necessary for the pursuit of legitimate interests (GDPR Article 6,

Paragraph 1 (f)) (*)

1) To exercise rights and perform obligations under the Companies Act

2) To provide various benefits from the Company for shareholders

3) To take measures to facilitate relationships between an association and its members of
relationships between a company and its shareholders

4) For management of shareholders, including the preparation of shareholder data in
accordance with the standards specified under laws

(4) Purpose of use of personal information about those who browse the Group’s website or enter

information into inquiry forms or other input forms on the Group’s website (hereinafter

referred to as “site visitors”)

When processing is necessary for the pursuit of legitimate interests (GDPR Article 6,

Paragraph 1 (f)) (*)

1) To answer and respond to inquiries and requests from site visitors

2) To create statistical data, after making information anonymous so that individuals cannot
be identified

3) To analyze preferences for the Group’s services, to distribute content more effectively on
the Group’s website, and to otherwise improve the Group’s website (hereinafter, excluding
the basis of consent by the individual)

When obtaining the prior consent of the individual (GDPR Article 6, Paragraph 1 (a))
1) For the use of cookies and similar technologies, except for those that are strictly necessary

2. Transfer of personal information outside the region

When transferring personal information data outside the EEA (European Economic Area) or the United

Kingdom, firstly, for countries for which adequacy decisions (*) have been adopted (GDPR Article 45),

Group companies rely on the content of adequacy decision documents. For other countries, Group

companies implement appropriate safeguards by concluding standard data protection clauses approved

by the EU Commission (GDPR Article 46, Paragraph 2 (c)) or standard data protection clauses approved
by the ICO (UK Information Commissioner’s Office) (UK GDPR Article 46, Paragraph 2 (d)) with the

3. Rights of the individual as a data subject

As data subjects for personal information processed by the Group, individuals have the following rights.

Right to obtain information about the processing of data
Individuals have the right to obtain, from Group companies, all necessary information about the data
processing activities of Group companies that are relevant to them (GDPR Article 13 and Article 14.)

Right of access to personal information

Individuals have the right to obtain confirmation from Group companies as to whether or not personal
data concerning them is being processed. If such processing is taking place, they have the right to
access their personal data and certain related information (GDPR Article 15.)

Right to rectification or erasure of personal information

Individuals have the right to have inaccurate personal information concerning them rectified by Group
companies without undue delay, and the right to have Group companies complete incomplete
personal information (GDPR Article 16.) In addition, if certain conditions are satisfied, individuals
have the right to have personal information concerning them erased by Group companies without
undue delay (GDPR Article 17.)

Right to restriction of processing of personal information
If certain conditions are satisfied, individuals have the right to restrict the processing of personal
information concerning them by Group companies (GDPR Article 18.)

Right to object to the processing of personal information

If certain conditions are satisfied, individuals have the right to object to the processing of personal
information concerning them by Group companies (GDPR Article 21 Paragraph 1.)
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® Right to object to direct marketing
Individuals have the right to object at any time to the processing of their personal data for direct
marketing purposes (GDPR Article 21 Paragraph 2.)

® Right to data portability of personal information
If certain conditions are satisfied, individuals have the right to receive personal data concerning them
in a structured, commonly used and machine-readable format, and the right to transfer such data to
another controller without hindrance from Group companies (GDPR Article 20.)

® Right to withdraw consent
Individuals have the right to withdraw their consent at any time, by means specified separately at the
time Group companies obtain the consent of the individual; provided, however, that withdrawal of
consent does not affect the lawfulness of processing carried out on the basis of an individual's
consent before its withdrawal.

® Right to not be subject to automated decision-making
If certain conditions are satisfied, individuals have the right to not be subject to automated decision-
making (i.e., without human involvement) that has a legal or significant effect on them (GDPR Article
22))

® Right to lodge complaints
Individuals have the right to lodge a complaint with a supervisory authority for data protection in the
member state where they reside, where their place of work is located, or where the alleged
infringement occurred, with regard to the processing of personal data concerning the individual by
Group companies (Article 77 of the GDPR.)
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
